report misuse tell us the medication was given to them by a friend, or
they got it from their own home, a friend’s home, or a grandparent’s home without permission.

“It is our goal to make our homes and communities safer by providing a method to dispose of unused
prescription drugs, and make them less available for youth to misuse” said Rachael Manning, Coalition
Facilitator for the Alliance for Substance Abuse Prevention. “Securely storing Rx drugs and properly
disposing of them when they are no longer needed will reduce the number of people misusing them.”

This drug take-back initiative addresses a vital public safety and public health issue. When unused
prescription medications stay in home cabinets, the potential for misuse and abuse increases. Studies
show that the majority of abused prescription drugs are obtained from family and friends, including from
the home medicine cabinet.
