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On July 30, 2016 at 6:31 a.m. the Eau Claire Police responded to 105 Simon Court on a report of a shooting. It was
reported a woman was shot by a male suspect who had left the residence. Eau Claire Police Officers and Eau Claire
Fire Department personnel responded to this home in order to render the victim aid, search for the suspect, and secure
the shooting scene.

Attempts to render emergency aid to the shooting victim were unsuccessful and she was pronounced deceased at the
scene. The victim is a 36 year-old woman. Her name is not being released at this time pending family naotifications.

An Eau Claire Police Officer responding to the scene observed a suspicious vehicle leaving this area. The vehicle was
stopped within one block of the shooting scene. The vehicle's lone occupant was taken into custody and a firearm was
located in his possession. During a subsequent interview with Eau Claire Police Detectives the suspect admitted to
entering the victim's home and shooting her. The suspect and victim knew each other because they were neighbors.

The suspect was identified as Shane M. Helmbrecht, date of birth 01/11/1972. Helmbrecht was arrested for First Degree
Intentional Homicide and is currently in the Eau Claire County Jail.

This is an active homicide investigation. Officers and Detectives are conducting witness interviews, collecting physical
evidence and documenting the crime scene. Several streets in this neighborhood will remain closed throughout the
weekend while these efforts are being completed. A forensic autopsy will be conducted on the victim at the University of
Wisconsin Hospital in Madison.

There is no ongoing threat to the community. The Eau Claire Police Department would like to thank the residents of the
affected neighborhood and the entire community for your patience while we complete the investigative process. Most
importantly, we would like to extend our condolences to the victim's family for their loss.
