ECFD responded to a report of a structure fire. Upon arrival it was determined a machine that is used to
mix the various components for rubber had overheated and caught fire. The fire had extended to the
vent hood and was starting to spread vertically. The Firefighting crews made entry into the building using
an 1.75 inch hose line and proceeded to extinguish the fire.

The complex structure of the building, equipment, and the excessive heat made firefighting difficult.
Multiple crews were rotated into service while the initial crews were sent to Rehab.

The fire was contained to the mixing machine involved and the area directly above.

At the time of this report the Firefighting crews were still cleaning equipment used in the fire.
