Eau Claire Fire Department responded to a reported car fire at 1205 Bellevue. Prior to the fire departments arrival flames from the
car fire started the duplex on fire. When fire units arrived on scene they found the car, half the duplex and the duplex’s roof fully
engulfed in flames. Firefighter surrounded the house with 4- 2.5 hose lines and used 1 aerial master stream to extinguish the fire.
The operation took approximately two and half hours. No firefighters or occupants were injured. One parakeet was reported lost in
the fire, during overhaul operations firefighters found the parakeet and return it safely to the occupants.
